(Say, folks, sorry I couldn’t figure out how to do the diagrams the way I wanted to. I’ll just have to explain each example the best I can. If anyone knows how to create a three-circle Venn Diagram that can then be filled in with x’s and shading I would be all ears! Take care.)

1a. Sub-regions 5 & 6 should be shaded and there should be an x in sub-region 4. The argument is valid.

1b. There should be an x on the line between 4 and 7 and then an x on the line between 4 and 5. Obviously, this argument is invalid.

2a. Sub-regions 5 & 6 should be shaded and there should be an x in sub-region 4. This time, however, the argument is invalid.

2b. 4 & 7 should be shaded and there should be an x in 5. This argument is valid.

3. 4, 5, and 7 should all be shaded. The argument is invalid.

4. 1, 2, 4, and 7 are all shaded. This argument is valid.

5. 5 and 6 should be shaded and an x should be in 4. This one is valid. (Note:EIO-3)
